By popular demand, Friends of Cary Memorial Library, Inc. is again welcom-
ing noted opera lecturer and aficionado John Tischio.  He will present a series
of Sunday afternoon programs, each featuring one of the world’s most beloved
operas.  The countries of origin of the operas include Italy, Russia, France and
Germany.  Our Spring 2008 Opera Series was received with enthusiasm and we
encourage you to plan to attend the encore.  Bravo for opera!

September 21 –  La Traviata by Giuseppe Verdi
The title "La Traviata" means literally The Woman
Who Strayed, or perhaps more figuratively, The Fallen
One.  This opera has become immensely popular and
a staple of the standard operatic repertoire. It is third
on Opera America's list of the 20 most-performed
operas in North America, behind only Madama
Butterfly and La Bohème.

October 5 – Eugene Onegin by 
Peter Ilitsch Tchaikovsky
Eugene Onegin is a selfish hero who lives to regret his
blasé rejection of a young woman's love and his care-
less incitement of a fatal duel with his best friend.

October 19 – Carmen by Georges Bizet
The story is set in Seville, Spain, circa 1830, and con-
cerns the eponymous Carmen, a beautiful Gypsy with
a fiery temper. Free with her love, she woos the corpo-
ral Don José, an inexperienced soldier. 

November 23 – Der Rosenkavalier by 
Richard Strauss
While her husband is becoming famous in the war, the
marshal of Werdenberg's wife consoles herself in the
arms of the youngster Octavian and tries to arrange the
love affairs of her cousin, the baron Ochs.
